Therefore, each 
students at TES from grade K through 6 is expected to complete 
assignments during the school year.   We are not asking you to 
complete your child’s homework or to assist in such a way that the 
work no longer reflects the child’s ability. In this way we hope to 
foster independence and responsibility.  Your involvement could 
range from sitting down and encouraging to making sure the 
assignment is in the students’ backpack to return to school!   It’s 
important to remind your child of the consequences each teacher may 
impose if homework is not completed.
